Welcome back to Term 2!

The cold weather has started to hint that winter is
around the corner, so the girls will therefore be
allowed to wear their winter uniform to school
from next Monday.

A few reminders:

ABSENCES:

Parents are then to write anote to
validate the reason. Three unexplained lateness's
will incur aone hour detention.

LEAVING EARLY:

Any student having to leave the school early to
attend an appointment must bring a note prior to
the absence. The note must taken to and be signed
by the year coordinator and then taken to the front
office for processing.

REFLECTIONS ON EASTER

The Easter season isn®just Easter Sunday. 1t©50
days long, and the last of those daysis Pentecost,
marking the birth of the Church and the coming
of the Holy Spirit with power.

Here is areflection on Easter by Christyn Fodor
OoP

“During these fifty days of Easter, while we are
singing ‘alleluia’ to our risen Saviour, we are
also listening to the stories of the struggles and
hardships of the early followers of Jesus. There
are stories of disagreements among members and
among really good friends. There are disputes
about who isn’'t contributing enough and who is-
n't following all the rules. Members are being
sent to prison, are being persecuted and some are
even innocently being put to death for what they
believe.

Yet, in spite of the difficulties of these early be-
lievers, a community of the faithful began to take
shape and form, spread and grow to all parts of
the world.

This new community of believers seemed unafraid
to face and grapple with some very difficult ques-
tions. They found new ways of relating to each
other and to the world around them within the
context of the Good News of Jesus the Christ that
certainly made all the difference in the world. Did
the day-to-day hardships vanish? It doesn’t seem
so. However, when they gathered in community
and wor ship, and challenged each other to dis-
cern the truth, their identity and way of living be-
came clearer not only within the growing new
community, but also for those outside their com-
munity who observed them. They soon became
known as“ Christians,” and people often re-
marked, “ See how they love one another” .”’
There seems to be something about the faithful
celebrating the Easter story while at the same time
struggling with the hard questions of life that
unites us as acommunity, raises us up high, and
allows usto proclaim it al as ‘good news'.
