HIN1INFLUENZA 09

There were many students away with various vi-
ruses in the last few weeks of Term 2. Hopefully
we will not see arecurrence of this. Parents are
reminded that the symptoms of H1N1influenza 09
are similar to seasonal influenza (fever, chills,
cough, tiredness, muscle aches, sore throat or
shortness of breath). Some people have also com-
plained of vomiting and diarrhoea.

HAN1 Influenza 09 sometimes resultsin severe
pneumonia. Symptoms generally appear between
two to four days after exposure. Please be extra

vigilant for any signs or symptoms of influenza-
likeillnessin your children.

Asinfluenzais spread from person to person
through coughing or sneezing by infected per-
sons, the Health Department advise the following:
That students are reminded about good hygiene
practices and how to minimise the spread of
infection.
Any person with symptoms should remain at
home until they are well and all symptoms are
gone.
Cover the nose and mouth with atissue when
coughing or sneezing. Immediately throw the
tissue in the garbage bin after use.
Wash hands often with soap and water, espe-
cially after coughing or sneezing.
Avoid touching eyes, nose or mouth as germs
spread thisway. If you or your child develops
influenza-like illness, seek the advice of your
family doctor as you would with any other ill-
ness.

SCIENCE: YEAR 10 CSIRO INSCHOOL
ACTIVITY-GREAT EXPERIENCE!

On June 18, CSIRO’s“Lab On Legs’ visited
Bethany College and presented three interactive
Science programs to Yr 10 students with the fol-
lowing themes: (1) DNA On The Move, (2)
Cool Chemistry and (3) States of Matter.

Dr Lynette Trent
Science Coordinator
Naomi Robinson wrote:

“10.1 Science
went to DNA
and Forensics.
The instructor
told us about
DNA and how
it made us all
different. We
werethen
given a case of the "Murder of Sally Smith". Our
job was to see which suspect (using DNA technol-
ogy) committed the murder. To do thiswe had to
put the DNA found on the crime scene and the
DNA of each suspect into a tray with small
squares. We then wired thisto an electric termi-
nal which separated the DNA particles. The mur-
derer was determined by which suspect matched
the DNA that was found at the crime scene. This
process was called gel electrophoresis. While
waiting for the gel electrophoresis, we recovered
DNA from split peas. We recovered split peas
which we had centrifuged and added another sub-
stance to form layers. This was then put back into
the centrifuge. Next we added an ethanol layer.
We used a stirring rod to dip through the layers.
The DNA precipitated out of the solution causing
us to see thick white strands of split pea DNA
which we were lucky enough to take home. We
all enjoyed the because not only did we get to
used different equipment and take part in different
experiments, we learned more about DNA and
how it works and we all got to see DNA- which
was very exciting.”

Bianca Ventimigliawrote:

“The Cool Chemistry workshop was a dynamic
and knowledge-building experience. It marketed
chemistry in a way students could grasp interac-
tively, excitingly and comprehensibly. The session

by a scientist

who ushered

students

through a range

of experiments

that left most

students full of

bewilder ment

and amazement.

Some of the most memor able experiments were
the Foaming Column and the Sublimation experi-
ment. The Foaming Column presented students
with an alluring and swift explosion of colour and
foam that took on the resemblance of toothpaste.
The sublimation experiment, produced claws of
gaseous dry ice that spilled over the edge of a
large measuring cylinder accompanied by a slide-
show of bright colours ranging from orange to
green. Not only did the ‘cool’ experiments visu-
ally impress students but they also emphasised
important properties of certain chemicals and
their rolesin everyday life. The day offered stu-
dents a chance to broaden their knowledge about
certain components of chemistry and its impor-
tance in discovering the answers to the mysteries
of life's structure and composition. We all had an
enjoyable time learning about specialities of
chemistry and being given the chance to get up
close and personal with exhilarating experiments
that tested our knowledge and tickled our inter-
ests.”

One mem-
ber of the CS RO helped us to understand why
things happen the way they do. It was a great ex-
perience and was fun and enjoyable to watch and
learn.”
