SCIENCE DEPARTMENT:  
YEAR 12 CHEMISTRY EXCURSION 

 

On 11 May, the Year 12 Chemistry class and Dr. 
Trent went to the School of Chemistry at the Uni-
versity of Sydney.  The morning session com-
prised of demonstration experiments on the topic 
we were studying in class, Chemical Monitoring 
and Management. One of these experiments was 
Atomic Absorption Spectroscopy - the machine 
was sophisticated and colourful flames could be 
observed. Chemistry sure is a colourful subject. 
Gas Chromatography followed, this experiment 
determined the percentage composition of several 
liquids. 
 
We went back into the lab to perform titrations 
and composition analyses. We were able to deter-
mine the hardness of water, the percentage of 
phosphate ions in a soil sample as well as calcu-
late the amount of iron in a water sample. 

Lunchtime followed. Thereafter, Dr. Trent’s 
brother, Professor Trent (who specialises in Mo-
lecular and Clinical Genetics), took us to his lab 
on Parramatta Road. He gave us a brief overview 
of the Forensic Chemistry topic we were going to 
study in class. We performed an electrophoresis 
experiment. This technique is used in forensics to
