fight with cancer, and though shrouded in grief, 
gets her kids up and dressed, lunches made, and 
against all odds, gets the kids to school on time 
again; the friend who is overwhelmed by anxiety 
and depression who runs, every morning after 
forcing himself out of bed when all he wants to do 
is pull the doona over his head and disappear.  
Perhaps we can’ t all become Saints named and 
honoured around the world, but each of us can 
Just. Keep. Going. – for ourselves, for our loved 
ones, for our community, for God.  Happy feast-
day.

DEVELOPMENT AND MOVE UPDATE  
 
Final approval has been received for Stage 4 of 
Bethany’s redevelopment to begin - this $6 mil-
lion project is funded by substantial contributions 
from the Australian Government ($1.8 million), 
the Catholic Education Office and the Bethany 
Community through the Building Levy ($4.2 mil-
lions together).
